improvisation  the ability to speak or perform 
without preparation

mime  a performance done without speaking

The theater acts also include human clowns and mimes 
to keep things lively and coax the cats to perform. 
(p.31)

muse  a person who inspires an artist, writer, etc. 

Before the popularity of Grumpy cat culture of internet 
video and social media superstars, companion cat 
muses have inspired curiosity.(p.42)

mutation  a change in the genes of a plant or 
animal that causes physical characteristics that are 
different from what is normal 

Some cat breeds have occurred naturally, when a cat is 
born with a genetic mutation, such as folded ears or no 
tail, and passed that mutation along to its kittens and 
all the generations that followed. (p.16)
